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International Friendship Camp in Tijuana

to open July 24-30, 2005

A new cross-border family-oriented camp is about to open with a focus on people-to-people diplomacy. The Americas Foundation and Young Audiences of San Diego are sponsoring a week-long International Friendship Camp this summer at Colegio La Esperanza in Tijuana. The camp will accomplish its mission of fostering greater cross-border understanding among San Diego and Tijuana children by pairing young San Diego campers, ages 6-12, with Tijuana youngsters of the same age. 

Located at the James-Hubbell-designed Colegio La Esperanza, the overnight camp will focus on the arts and feature multi-lingual classes and workshops in ballet folklorico, painting, cooking, tile mosaics, soccer, waterplay, singing, and evening campfires with performances by visiting artists and campers. The camp offers San Diego and Tijuana youngsters the opportunity to get to know and bond with each other.

             Parents will register and participate alongside their children for the week of the camp. Among the activities are field trips to the Centro Cultural Tijuana and a day at the beach in Baja California, Mexico. The camp will function at an intimate level, with no more than 40 campers from either border city. Cost per participant for the 7-day camp is $180.00 (U.S.) before July 1, and $245 after June 30.
